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Destination school (also feeder pattern school): A middle, high, or education 
campus school that a student has a right to attend based on the student completing 
the terminal grade at an elementary or middle school during the previous school year.

Citywide School: A school that does not have a designated boundary and therefore 
cannot be claimed as an in-boundary school. Citywide schools can only be accessed 
through the lottery and do not provide guaranteed enrollment to any student/family. 
Students from across the District of Columbia must submit a My School DC lottery 
application to attend a citywide school. Students are not eligible to receive proximity 
preference at citywide schools. Capitol Hill Montessori and Excel Academy are the 
only citywide schools with middle grades.

In-boundary school (also neighborhood or zoned school): A school that a student 
has the right to attend based on a student’s home address. To identify your student’s

Out-of-boundary school: A school other than a student’s in-boundary or feeder 
pattern school.
